In Kansas, intimate partner homicides constituted 

·  17    % of all homicides in 2004 

·  11    % of all homicides in 2005 

·    9    % of all homicides in 2006
·  10.5 % of all homicides in 2007 
From 1866 - 2005, 232 Kansas Law Enforcement Officers lost their lives in the line of duty.  Fifteen of those officers were killed while intervening in domestic violence cases.
